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Special Report: 
Jefferson Parish Government:  
Hobby Breeder Friend or Foe? 

 

The Jefferson Parish Animal Welfare Committee met on 

March 16th, 2010 and issued a final draft of the recom-

mended ordinance changes set to go before the Parish 

Council on March 24, 2010.  The first paragraph defining 

the ordinance has the same wording as reported in the 

March 2010 newsletter as did the designation of a Regis-

tered Animal Rescue Group.  The definition for Responsi-

ble Breeder, while the same in meaning and intent, change 

in the wording to the following. 

 

“Responsible Breeder: a person who maintains animals at 

their residence to breed purebred and/or pedigreed species 

primarily for personal recreational use, such as participa-

tion in recognized conformation shows, field or obedience 

trials, scenting, specialized hunting or working trials or 

water trials, and for the primary purpose of improving the 

physical soundness of, temperament and conformation of a 

given breed to a standard. The ethics of care and treatment 

of all animals shall follow the standard as set by the indi-

vidual National Breed Club. A responsible breeder shall 

sell or exchange or offer to sell or exchange only the ani-

mals they own at retail and shall comply with Section 7-

128 of this Article in its entirety.” 

 

 The Fees and Charges : Shelter redemption fees and 

charges for dogs, cats, and other types of animals for Li-

censed dog or cat (wearing a current tag), Licensed dog or 

cat not wearing a tag, Unlicensed dog or cat, and Unal-

tered, intact (not spayed/neutered) dog or cat found at large 

will be $7.00 per day Boarding Fee, Microchip $20.00, 

DA2PL and Bordatella vaccinations (dog) $20.00, FVRCP 

and Bordatella vaccinations (cat) $20.00, and increasing 

scale  Redemption fee from $50.00, $55.00, and $60.00 

(respectively). The next section of the Fees and Charges is 

quoted directly.  

 

“(4) Unaltered, intact (not spayed/neutered) dog or cat 

found at large  

a. Boarding fee per day $7.00  

b. First offense redemption fee $50.00 (licensed) or $60.00 

(unlicensed) or have the animal spayed or neutered prior to 

release in which case all redemption fees will be waived.  

c. Second offense during the lifetime of the animal, the dog 

or cat shall be spayed or neutered at the owners expense 

prior to its release from impoundment unless any of the 

conditions set fourth in 7-55 (3) have been met and satis-

fied. The redemption fee for paid for the second and subse-

quent offense of an unaltered, intact dog or cat found at 

large shall be in accordance with the schedule established  

in 7-30 (b).

d. Microchip $20.00  

e. DA2PL and Bordatella vaccinations (dog) $20.00  

f. FVRCP and Bordatella vaccinations (cat) $20.00  

All redemption fees are in addition to the shelter charges in 

section 7- 30(c) if applicable for vaccination and licensing. 

The per day fee includes any portion of a day.  

 

(b) Additional redemption fees for subsequent impound-

ments altered (spayed/neutered) dogs and cats:  

(1) The additional redemption fees for additional impound-

ments occurring within twenty-four (24) months of a previ-

ous impoundment, both licensed and unlicensed dogs and 

cats, shall be as follows:  

a. Second impoundment $200.00  

b. Third impoundment $300.00  

c. Fourth and subsequent impoundment$ 500.00  

(2) If redemption is allowed, the additional redemption fees 

for subsequent impoundments of dangerous animals shall 

be as follows:  

a. Second impoundment $250.00  

b. Third and subsequent impoundments $500.00  

All redemption fees are in addition to the shelter charges in 

section 7-30(c) if applicable for vaccination and licensing. 

The per day fee includes any portion of a day.  

 

(c) Other shelter charges: Animal Shelter charges are as 

follows:  

(1) (a) Rabies vaccination fee and license for altered ani-

mals fifteen dollars ($15.00)  

Rabies vaccination fee and license for unaltered animals 

twenty dollars ($20.00)  

(b) Rabies vaccination fee and license for Registered Ani-

mal Rescue Group five dollars ($5.00).” 

 

Another important section with changes defines the Permit 

Fees to be paid to the Animal Shelter Department.  

“(d) Permit Fees. No permit as provided for in Division 5 

of this article shall be issued until the applicable fee, as 

follows, has been paid to the animal shelter department. All 

permit fees are on an annual basis and must be renewed 

prior to January first of each year. A fee for an initial appli-

cation for a period of less than a full year shall be half of 

the amount shown, except for transient zoos. Annual per-

mit fees shall be as follows:  

(1) For each pet shop $100.00  

(2) For each dealer breeder $1,000  

(3) For each dealer $1,000.00  

(4) For each responsible breeder $25.00  

Permit fee shall only apply to responsible breeder offering 

animals for sale.” 

 

In Section 7-31, Disposition of Fees, the changes incorpo-

rate monies collected for the Spay/Neuter Programs.

(b) Spay/Neuter Programs. Ten ($10.00) dollars from each 

altered and fifteen ($15.00) dollars from each unaltered 

animal‟s vaccination and license fee, twenty five ($25.00) 

dollars from each responsible breeder permit and nine hun-

dred ($900.00) dollars from each dealer/dealer breeder per-

mit shall be used by the Director of the Animal Shelter to 

promulgate and administer a program, the objectives of 

which shall be, inter alia, to provide a low cost/no cost 

spay/neuter program for Jefferson Parish and an educa-

tional program on responsible pet ownership.  

(2) All fees received from the adoption of animals, the re-

claiming of pets, and permits shall be used by the Animal 

Shelter department for its operations. The fee schedule 

shall be approved annually by the council.” 

  

The other areas of the proposed ordinance changes that are 

important to breeders and dog enthusiasts in Jefferson Par-

ish are the following changes to Sections IV, V, VI, and 

VII of the Animal Welfare Ordinance. They are cited be-

low. 

 

“Sec. 7-55. Liability of owner for dogs and/or cats at-large  

 

(1) In addition to the fees and charges to be paid to the 

Animal Shelter for the release of any impounded dog 

or cat, any owner who has permitted his licensed or 

unlicensed dog or cat to roam at-large may be found 

guilty of a violation of this Article and shall be subject 

to a penalty as set forth in section 7-30.  
(2) For the first offense, an owner shall have the option to 

pay either the fees and charges set forth in Section 7-30 

or the cost to have the animal spayed or neutered by 

the Animal Shelter or a low cost spay/neuter clinic 

prior to releasing an intact, unaltered dog or cat found 

to be at-large.  

(3) For the second offense (found to be at-large twice in 

their lifetime) any intact, unaltered dog or cat shall be 

spayed or neutered at the owners‟ cost prior to its re-

lease from impoundment, unless: 

 

(a)  the health of the dog or cat, as determined by a licensed 

veterinarian, prohibits its spaying or neutering (herein after 

“alteration”); or (b) the owner provides proof from a veteri-

narian that the dog or cat has been altered; or (c) the dog is 

less than four (4) months of age, or the cat is less than two 

(2) months of age or weighs less than two (2) pounds; or 

(d) the owner provides valid ownership papers verifying 

the purebred status of the dog or cat and the owner pays a 

subsequent impoundment fee as established in section 7-30 

(b) in order to avoid alteration of the purebred dog or cat.  

In the event the owner elects to have the animal spayed/

neutered prior to its release the cost of these services shall 

be deducted from the impoundment fee. 
(cont. next column) 

Sec. 7-99. Dealer breeders and/or dealers  
(a) Permit required. No person shall be a dealer breeder or 

dealer unless a permit to operate as a dealer breeder and/or 

dealer shall have been granted by the animal shelter depart-

ment. Applications procedures and requirements for such 

permit shall be in accordance with the rules and regulations 

promulgated by the animal shelter advisory board under the 

provisions of this article. The permit period shall be the 

calendar year and the permit fee shall be as stated in sec-

tion 7-30 for each permit period or part thereof beginning 

with the first day of the calendar year. Any advertisement 

promulgated by a dealer breeder/dealer for the sale of any 

animal in Jefferson Parish shall include the Jefferson Parish 

Animal Shelter Permit number. The dealer breeder/dealer 

shall display the permit number on the bottom right hand 

side of the ad using the verbiage „JP Permit no. (fill in 

number).‟ 

 

Sec. 7-128 Sale of dogs and cats. 

  
(a) No dog or cat under the age of eight (8) weeks shall be 

brought or shipped into the parish for purpose of resale 

and no such dog or cat shall be offered for sale. Each 

and every dog or cat sold or offered for sale to the pub-

lic at retail by any establishment required to have a 

permit under this article within the parish must be ex-

amined and issued a written certificate of health by a 

licensed veterinarian. This certificate shall state that 

the animal has been found to be free of contagious, non

-contagious, hereditary and congenital diseases, as far 

as can be determined considering the animal's age. 

Each dog sold or offered for sale by: establishment 

required to have a license under this chapter shall be 

vaccinated by a veterinarian against distemper, hepati-

tis and leptospirosis, and each cat sold or offered for 

sale by any establishment required to have a license 

under this chapter, shall be vaccinated against distem-

per, rhinotracheitis and pneumonitis. A certificate pro-

viding the name of the veterinarian, the date and the 

treatment shall be provided to the purchaser at the time 

of the sale, such certificate to be also provided to any 

other purchaser occasioned by the subsequent resale of 

the dog or cat.  

(b) Any advertisement for the sale of dogs or cats from 

any location within the geographical boundaries of Jef-

ferson Parish shall include the Jefferson Parish Animal 

Shelter Permit Number.  The seller shall display the 

permit number on the bottom right hand corner of the 

ad using the verbiage „JP Permit No. (fill in number).‟” 

 

I attended the Jefferson Parish Council meeting on March 

24, 2010. All parts of the ordinance were passed except for 

the section on Permit Fees, which includes the Responsible 

Breeder Permit Fee. of $25.00. The Permit Fees are going
