Special Report: 
Jefferson Parish Government:  
Hobby Breeder Friend or Foe? 

 
The Jefferson Parish Animal Welfare Committee met on 
June 22, 2010.  Deano Bonano stated that the Administra-
tion has already been meeting with the LASPCA in con-
tract negotiations.  He stated that the LASPCA representa-
tives were told certain goals that need to be accomplished.  
Decreasing the euthanasia rate and increasing adoptions are 
two of the goals, along with increasing the spay/neuter of 
dogs and cats.  The LASPCA representatives were told that 
they must also improve the overall operations of the East 
Jefferson and West Jefferson shelters.  Mr. Bonano stated 
that while they have discussed the goals to be accom-
plished, they have not discussed actual numbers yet.  He 
requested that the Animal Welfare Committee established 
guidelines and recommendations in these areas.   
 
Mr. Bonano also informed the committee of ideas the 
LASPCA has for the Animal Shelter East and West Bank 
locations. At the West Bank facility they are planning to 
offer low cost spay and neuter services and for adoptions. 
All animals picked up as strays will be brought to the East 
Bank facility for observation and holding. A temporary

building will be constructed at the site of the East Jefferson 
facility in order to hold the extra animals brought there.  
Mr. Bonano stated that nothing is set in stone, but that 
these ideas were discussed. 
 
There followed a lengthy discussion by the Animal Wel-
fare Committee members of how to get public input on 
their ideas of the goals that they want the LASPCA to ac-
complish in running the Animal Shelter.  Mr. Bonano told 
the committee members that once contract negotiations 
have begun, he is not at liberty to discuss what those con-
tract negotiations entail or what is finally decided to be put 
into the contract.  There was some discussion about the 
Animal Welfare Committee conducting a public hearing to 
get public input about concerns with the LASPCA contract.  
Mr. Bonano stated that he is not against having a public 
hearing, but he recommended that the committee hold off 
on having a public hearing until there is a recommended 
contract to present before the Jefferson Parish Council.  
Mr. Bonano stated that a proposed contract will be ready in 
approximately six weeks.  He also stated that the Animal 
Welfare Committee is represented in the contract negotia-
tions by committee member Brian LeBourgeois.  Commit-
tee member Lynn Morvant stated that the Jefferson SPCA 
has already planned a public forum to receive public input 
into any concerns about the LASPCA contract.  Mr. 
Bonano further stated that the recommended LASPCA 
contract will not be put on the Parish Council agenda until 
the public hearing is held by the committee.  In answer to 
an inquiry, Mr. Bonano stated that the LASPCA will have 
no control over the Responsible Breeder Permit Fees. 
 
In another item discussed by the committee, Mr. Bonano 
stated that he wanted to get the detailed definition written 
of a Responsible Breeder.  He wants the definition to in-
clude the maximum number limit on pets (there is currently 
no limit on the number of animals in Jefferson Parish unin-
corporated areas); and the number limit on litters a breeder 
can have in one year.  He asked the committee members to 
work on these definitions and come up with a definition for 
vote by the committee at the next scheduled meeting. 
 
Sue Klein stated that the Education Program to be pre-
sented in the Jefferson Parish Schools, and being prepared 
by Deep South member Debbie Boyd, will be presented at 
the next Animal Welfare Committee meeting. Ms. Klein 
also informed the committee that Deep South members 
have volunteered at the East Jefferson Animal Shelter to 
train and socialize the dogs that have been cleared for 
adoption. See the related story, ñDSABOTC and Animal 
Shelter Adoptions.ò John mentioned to the Animal Welfare 
Committee that he will have a meeting with Deep South 
Instructors to volunteer to help train some of the adoption 
dogs some basic obedience skills.  
 
Another item discussed by the committee is the Feral Cat 
regulation, and Mr. Bonano requested that the committee 
start work on addressing the issues and concerns on that 
topic as well. The following Animal Welfare Committee 
meeting was scheduled for July 15, 2010, but was can-
celled. A second meeting in July was also scheduled for

You can read about the Deep South 
members who have volunteered their time in training and 
socializing dogs at the East Jefferson Animal Shelter in the 
related story in this issue, ñDSABOTC and Animal Shelter 
Adoptions.ò In this initiative on an individual member ba-
sis, we hope to show our elected representatives in Jeffer-
son Parish government that there is no need for radical leg-
islation as Mandatory Spay Neuter.

Deep South All Breed Obedience Training Club has re-
cently become involved with the Jefferson Parish Animal 
Shelter in assisting the shelter in socializing and training 
the dogs deemed adoptable with basic obedience skills.  
Our club president John Long has taken the position that 
we must show support for the local Jefferson Parish Ani-
mal Shelter operations in the wake of those operations be-
ing taken over by the LASPCA.  By showing involvement 
in the activities of the shelter along with the rescue groups 
and interests such as Nola No Kill, we as a club and as Re-
sponsible Breeders make ourselves heard and hopefully 
show these rescue groups that the goals of lower euthanasia 
rates and higher adoption rates can be achieved without 
Mandatory Spay/Neuter (MSN) legislation. 
 
This initiative started when several members of Deep 
South completed Volunteer Applications with the Jefferson 
Parish Animal Shelter, specifically the East Jefferson facil-
ity.  Marlane Mayo, John Long, and Ed Mayo, Jr. went 
several times per week over the last several weeks to so-
cialize, walk, and teach basic obedience skills to the dogs 
that the Animal Shelter personnel have approved for adop-
tion.  We were joined by other Deep South members for 
two adoption events which we volunteered to work. Most 
of the dogs that we worked with at the shelter were adopted 
out at these two events. Details are given below, starting 
with an account of the dogs we worked with at the shelter, 
the progress made in terms of instruction and socialization, 
how we interacted with potential adopters, and our experi-
ence at the adoption events. 
 
I originally worked with a mixed breed puppy named 
Banjo. Banjo did not know how to walk on a choke chain 
and lead, and exhibited high energy in fighting being 
walked in that manner. So I initially was just trying to get 
him to walk in a controlled manner along side of me. Over 
the course of several sessions with him, I succeeded in

getting him to walk in a more controlled manner. I also 
worked with another mixed breed male named Joey. Joey 
is about 7 months old and I was getting him used to walk-
ing on a choke and lead in a controlled manner, and was 
making further progress with him than I was making with 
Banjo.  
 
Marlane Mayo started off by working with a Pit Bull Mix 
bitch named Sushi. Sushi is young, only several years old 
with the prettiest amber eyes that shows her happy person-
ality.  Marlane was working with Sushi and teaching her 
beginning level obedience skills such as sit, stay, heeling 
and walking in a controlled walk. Marlane then marked 
Sushiôs card on her kennel to record the date and details of 
the time and activity she spent with her. Marlane was dili-
gent in recording the same details for John and I as well. 
 
John Long started to work with a Bull Mastiff Mix male 
named Buckley. John Long was teaching the same basic 
obedience skills to Buckley that Marlane was teaching to 
Sushi.  
 
The three of us felt that we had made some progress with 
these dogs to provide an advantage for getting them 
adopted, and looked forward to the upcoming Jefferson 
Parish Animal Shelter Adoption weekend at Clearview 
Mall, sponsored by Jefferson Feed, Pet and Garden Center 
and the Jefferson SPCA. The Jefferson Parish Animal 
Shelter had itôs Pet Adoption Day at Clearview Mall on 
Saturday, July 10, 2010 and Sunday, July 11, 2010. Deep 
South members Jody Legendre, Ann Irwin, Leonor Long, 
Debbie Boyd, Bridgette Hocke and Evelyn Audler joined 
Marlane and Edwin Mayo and John Long in participating 
in the adoption weekend. John Long handled Buckley, 
Edwin Mayo handled Joey, and Marlane Mayo handled 
Sushi until they were all adopted. Other dogs that were 
handled by Deep South members included a German Shep-
herd dog handled by Evelyn Audler, a mixed breed dog 
named Buzzy handled by Jody Legendre, a mixed breed 
dog named Fanny handled by Ann Irwin, and a mixed 
breed dog named Tickles handled by Leonor Long. Debbie 
Boyd worked with several dogs throughout the day Satur-
day. Everyone who attended this event had a great time 
doing it and were really pleased when a dog that they were 
promoting was actually adopted by someone. Some mem-
bers equated the feeling to the high one feels in getting a 
big win in competition. 
 
This two day adoption event is held periodically several 
times per year at various locations. However, Jefferson 
Feed, Pet and Garden Center hosts an Adoption time every 
Saturday at their Central Avenue location. Our Deep South 
members are urged to become involved with the Animal 
Shelter in helping to socialize and train the dogs deemed 
adoptable with some basic obedience skills. To volunteer 
to work at the Animal Shelter, in either the East or West 
Jefferson location, you will need to fill out and complete an 
Jefferson Parish Animal Shelter Application to Volunteer. 
You will find the form attached to this issue of the newslet-
ter. Upon completion, forward or deliver it to either the 
East Jefferson or West Jefferson Animal Shelter. And then, 
GO!! For there to be a real change for the better, we as Re-
sponsible Breeders MUST step up and show that we ARE 
part of the solution.
