Special Report: 
Jefferson Parish Government:  
Hobby Breeder Friend or Foe? 

 

After the holidays, I contacted Sue Klein, the AKC Repre-

sentative on the Jefferson Parish Animal Welfare Commit-

tee and Deano Bonano, head of the committee. The recom-

mendations of the Animal Welfare Committee have been 

forwarded and submitted to the Jefferson Parish Council. 

According to an email received from Deano Bonano on 

January 11, 2010 he stated, ñwe will be working with each 

one to draft an ordinance to put the changes they desire 

into effect. No specific time frame has been established. 

Probably 30 days.ò I will attempt to follow up with our 

representative and the head of the committee. Stay tuned!!   

 

As to the Mandatory Spay and Neuter Legislation in the 

City of New Orleans, that matter has been withdrawn for 

further review, and will be reintroduced in early 2010. I 

will keep you informed of that legislation as well.
