Jefferson Parish government has a new Parish President, 
John Young. At the start of his new administration, Mr. 
Young accepted the resignation of Deano Bonano, Chief 
Administrative Assistant. Mr. Bonano was the head of the 
Jefferson Parish Animal Welfare Committee. Mr. Bonano 
has been replaced by Loren Morino, the new Chief Admin-
istrative Assistant with responsibility over the Jefferson 
Parish Animal Shelter department, and also the Animal 
Welfare Committee.  
 
Since that change, there has been no news on the status of 
the Animal Welfare Committee, or of the contract with the 
Louisiana Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals 
(LASPCA). Sue Melancon Klein, the AKC Representative 
on the committee, has informed Paw Prints that she will 
update the membership with any upcoming news and de-
velopments as they occur. We have learned that Ms. 
Morino has met with Tessa Corthell, Director of the Jeffer-
son Parish Animal Shelter Department; and with Ana Zor-
rilla, Chief Executive Officer of the LASPCA. Future de-
velopments will be reported as they happen.

Susan Kelly and Shirley Laussade would like to share 
some great agility news. On August 22, 2010 at the 
Hattiesburg Agility Trial ñCruiserò and Susan earned 
their 60th Double Q and over 2250 points to earn their 
Masters Agility Champion 3 Title.  According to 
AKC Boxer Agility records Cruiser set a record for 
achieving back to back MACHôs in less than 8 
months.  On Sunday, January 16, 2011 at the Kiln 
Trial Cruiser broke his previously set record by earn-
ing  his 80th double Q and  over 3000 points becoming 
Ch MACH 4 Kellyôs Cruise On Up Shalsade CD, RE, 
MXF, TQX, setting a new record of less than 5 
months between MACHôs .   
 
According to AKCôs Top Dogs in Agility MACH 
Competition For Boxers 2010, Cruiser finished #1 for 
the second year in a row beating his closest competi-
tion by 459 points.  Cruiser is currently ranked #3 in 
the Lifetime Agility standings by a small margin of 
points.
