Special Report: New Orleans MSN Ordinance

On May 6, 2010 the City Council of New Orleans, by 
unanimous vote, approved an ordinance requiring that all 
dogs in Orleans Parish be spayed or neutered by the age of 
six months, unless the owner obtains an ñintact dogò permit 
from the Louisiana SPCA. Permits are required for each 
intact dog and cost $20 per year, with an initial application 
fee of $10. Owners are required to reapply for a permit 
every year the dog remains intact. 
 
This ordinance was first proposed last year by Council-
woman Cynthia Hedge-Morrell, and contains language 
similar to ordinances actively promoted by the Humane 
Society of the U.S. in a number of cities across the coun-
try. Last year Councilwoman Hedge-Morrell scheduled this 
ordinance for vote a number of times only to pull it from 
consideration at the last minute in the face of opposition. 
The May 6th Council meeting occurred during the 
first week of the new City administration with three new

Special Report: New Orleans MSN Ordinance

council people on their third day in office.  

 
I represented Deep South at the meeting and was one of 
only two present to speak in opposition. Councilwoman 
Hedge-Morrell stated for the record that she had met with 
all sides in the debate. I was allowed to respond that every 
one of my pleas for a meeting with the Councilwoman on 
behalf of Deep South was ignored, and pointed out that 
with 200 family memberships Deep South is by far the 
largest dog ownerôs organization in the area.  Furthermore, 
I stated that as a club, we are on the front line in training 
owners to train their dogs to be happy family members and 
well behaved members of the community. I expressed dis-
may that we had been shut out of the discussion on this 
ordinance. Council Members Fielkow and Clarkson al-
lowed me to re-approach the podium and we began 
a discussion on specific provisions of the ordinance. Dur-
ing that discussion Councilwoman Hedge-Morrell agreed 
to remove language allowing the LASPCA to deny a per-
mit without reason. The Councilwoman also agreed to add 
a provision that provides an appeal process for owners who 
are denied a permit. Finally, I expressed my discomfort 
with the provision that required owners to submit 
a photograph of their dogôs living conditions as part of the 
application by stating that my dogs sleep in my bed. 
I wondered if I would have to send pictures of my bedroom 
for the LASPCA to pass judgment upon. That provision 
was changed to instead require a picture of the dog. 
 
Without doubt, passage of this ordinance was a huge blow 
to participants in the dog fancy and for individual freedom 
itself. The American Kennel Club now counts New Or-
leans, along with Los Angeles and a handful of other 
American cities, as openly hostile to intact dogs and dog 
breeding in principal. We believe that the decision to un-
dergo an operation to spay or neuter a dog belongs between 
a dogôs owner and their veterinarian, and is not the purview 
of government.

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Special Report: 
Jefferson Parish Government:  
Hobby Breeder Friend or Foe? 

 
The Jefferson Parish Council met on May 12, 2010 in the 
East Jefferson Council Chambers in the Joe Yenni Build-
ing. On the agenda were the passage of the Permit Fees as 
originally proposed by the Animal Welfare Committee to 
the Parish Council. When the item came up for vote, sev-
eral Deep South members and others spoke for and against 
the measure, which had the ñResponsible Breederò Permit 
Fee of $25.00 and the other Permit Fee increases. The only 
party that did not experience a Permit Fee increase were 
the Pet Shops, which stayed at $100.00. The Jefferson Par-
ish Council voted in favor of all of the Permit Fees except 
for the Permit Fee of $25.00 for the Responsible Breeder.  
 
In the Council meeting, Deano Bonano of the Parish Presi-
dentôs Office and Head of the Jefferson Parish Animal 
Welfare Committee clarified to the Council that the Re-
sponsible Breeder Permit Fee would only apply if individu-
als bred their dogs and sold any puppies. One Council 
member asked Tiffany Perrone, the current Interim Jeffer-
son Parish Animal Shelter Director, if the department can 
identify who are the irresponsible breeders outside of the 
permit fee. She answered that short of someone reporting 
an irresponsible breeder to the department, or the depart-
ment catching one by a newspaper ad, there was no other 
way to identify irresponsible breeders.  
 
The Parish Council also asked the Animal Shelter Director 
and Deano Bonano about the administrative costs associ-
ated with enforcing and collecting the $25.00 Responsible 
Breeder Permit Fee. The committee had no figures to offer 
to the Council in way of an answer. One Council member 
stated that he did not want to ñspend $100.00 to collect 
$25.00.ò They charged the Administration, and thus the 
Animal Welfare Committee, to report back to the Council 
with three things. The first item requested was a clear defi-
nition of the term ñResponsible Breeder.ò Second, the 
Council requested a breakdown of the administrative costs 
associated with enforcement of the Responsible Breeder 
Permit Fee, and how they would be covered in subsequent 
fines and penalties. Third, the Council requested that the 
administrative processes of enforcement be defined.  
 
The next subsequent meeting of the Jefferson Parish Ani-
mal Welfare Committee was scheduled to meet on 
Wednesday, May 19, 2010. That meeting was cancelled 
due to Deano Bonanoôs responsibility as Emergency Man-
agement Head for Jefferson Parish in dealing with the gulf 
oil disaster on Jefferson Parish coastlines. I will keep this 
article series running until the committee makes their final 
recommendations to the Council and their final vote is 
taken on the Responsible Breeder Permit Fee.

Once again Deep South All Breed Obedience Training 
Club went to and participated in the Mid City Bayou 
Boogaloo, on Saturday May 22, 2010 and Sunday May 23, 
2010.

We had a good turnout of club members 
and their dogs who endured the high summer temperatures 
and high humidity to present the Drill Team several times 
throughout the weekend, be available for Meet the Breed, 
and for class and obedience training demonstrations. Jody 
Legendre and John Long also helped me to distribute lit-
erature and recruit members at our information table. 
 
We talked to several people who indicated an interest in 
coming to see our training and possibly join, but no-one 
joined on the spot, and for much of the time we experi-
enced very little traffic past our area. We do hope to get 
some new members from our contacts at Bayou Boogaloo, 
and know that all who came to see us were very entertained 
to see our demonstrations and interact with the dogs. The 
children of some of the spectators were thrilled to be part 
of the ñdog showò by being posts in figure eight exercises 
and ñhands onò dog training. The smiles on their faces said 
it all! We thank all of our members and their dogs who 
came out to make this a special event. Everyone present 
pitched in to  help all through the event from set-up to tak-
ing down of our setups.  
 
Our next public event is the New Orleans Arts Market on 
July 31, 2010 from 10:00 AM to 4:00 PM. The location is 
at Palmer Park, on the corner of South Claiborne and south 
Carrolton Avenues. Come be a part of Deep Southôs next 
public event at the Artôs Market.  
 

Leslie Boucher's Labrador Retriever ñTwistò is now 
an Obedience Master 2. Her full titles are now VCD2 
UDX OM2 AXP AJP RN. The Obedience Master title 
is awarded based on scores in Open B and Utility B 
over 190.  Scores of 190-191.5 = 6 pts, 192-194.5 = 9 
pts, 195-196.5 = 12 pts, and scores of 197-200 earn 15 
points. Each level requires a total of 200 points. There 
are ten levels, and a dog which attains the tenth level 
is awarded an Obedience Grand Master title.  
 
Twist also won the Open B class at the Swamp Dog 
trial in Bush on May 22, with a score of 198 and High 
in Trial. May 22 is my husband Al's birthday, so a 
nice present for him! 
 
Mary Lee and ñSpiceò traveled to Hattiesburg 
[Mississippi] for 2 days of Agility trials. Spice had 6 
runs and Qôd in 5 of them. Handler error on the 6th, 
she almost made it, we missed the Q by 3 seconds. 
Spice got new titles-NFP and NAP, plus a bonus leg 
and an Open Jumpers Preferred leg. Now sheôs Show-
boatôs Seminole Spice HT PT HSAS NAP NJP NFP
