¶ After Deep South performed at Bissonet for the PBIS 
Party ñCruiserò and I made a lesson out of teaching our 
Pre K-5th grade students the basics in beginner obedi-
ence.  Cruiser and I are pictured here giving the Bis-
sonet students a lesson in obedience . We are demon-
strating to the students the correct way to put on a 
choke chain and how it is used correctly. We taught 
them the correct way to teach their dogs to sit, down , 
stay and come; along with how we started to train our 
agility dogs from the ground up.

Liberty's My 
Funny Valentine (Corazone) got a Group 2 her first 
weekend out.  

Steve Ray's, Red Doberman Dog ñRemiò took Win-
ners Dog on January 27, 2011 at the Alexandra, LA 
Dog Show. Remi now needs 2 Majors to finish.

Rough Collies received 11 new AKC titles in 2010 in 
obedience, agility & herding, including an Intermedi-
ate Duck Title for Bitsy, which was not listed in the 
awards last month.

I also had the pleasure 
of handling David Medo's Beardie, CH ñReillyò to his 
HT and Laura Pipitone's Stand Schnauzer, GR CH 
ñGreyò to his first Started leg - only 3 qualified in that 
class out of 10 entries. My herding students, David 
Medo & Pat Menard also got legs at the trial with 
tough sheep. Showboat's Seminole Colt HT, PT and 
Showboat's Seminole Spice HT, PT, HSAS, NA NAP, 
NJ, NJP, NFP have a litter of 3 baby rough collies - 
hopefully some future herders & weavers in the box.

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 Arena Herding: A Deep South First

Deep South held its fifth annual Herding Trial weekend in 
December, 2010.  The facility we have used in the past, a 
private sheep farm, was not available for November, 2010.  
I thought we would have to cancel the trial, but the Florida 
Parishes Multi-Purpose Arena had a vacancy in December 
and I made a decision to try to have a successful arena trial 
for the first time.  We were not able to offer ñBò course 
runs, only ñAò course sheep and ducks with IT, HT and PT 
test classes on sheep.  I was concerned that the entry might 
be poor, but out of a possible 100 entry weekend, we man-
age to fill 99. 
 
The arena staff was great, as they are when we hold our 
annual Agility Trials there; but I did not anticipate the 
amount of extra work it would take to create an escape-
proof 50 foot by 100 foot duck course.  We planned to set 
up our rings on Thursday, as Joan Lapine, John Long and 
myself had other obligations on Friday.  The guys worked 
on it all day Thursday and all day Friday non-stop.  The 
result was the best duck trial we have never had, but it 
would not have been possible if Joe and John had not gone 
above and beyond the call of duty.  Thank you both for a 
job so well done. 

Roberta McKowen, who is not even a Deep South member, 
drove to Texas the week before the trial to pick up the only 
mallards to be found and delivered them to the trial.  There 
would have been no duck runs without her assistance in 
this procurement.  Roberta also returned our judges to the 
airport.  Thanks Roberta.  My husband Woody brought a 
trailer to Amite to house the ducks and that worked out 
very well.  Good Boy, Woody.  We did not have to provide 
lunch this time; the arena is known for good, inexpensive 
food.  We did offer $5.00 bills to our workers every day. 
 
Jody Legendre, our Show Secretary, did the table paper-
work as usual.  Laura Pipitone handled ribbons and tro-
phies and Janice Kalczynski and Leonor Long were the 
sheet runners and gatekeepers.  Many thanks to these gals.  
Also, Kaela Trosclair took the photos all day on Sunday 
and made some very nice CDs of our runs.  Thanks Kaela.  
The sheep arrived on Friday and Shelly Spotswood settled 
them in their new weekend home.  Thanks to Shelly for 
hauling them to Amite and stock handling.  The downside 
to the arena trial was not being able to get the sheep or the 
dogs used to the facility prior to their runs. 

We had 10 different herding breeds entered; Aussies, 
Beardies, Bernese, Border Collies, Cardigans, German 
Shepherds, Rough Collies, Shelties, Standard Schnauzers 
and Terverens. Two of our agility friends took High In 
Trial Honors from the Started Classes, Heather Dickinsin 
and Kim Duff with their Border Collies. As usual, we had 
the greatest show on earth. If you missed it in 2010, donôt 
miss it in 2011!   

 

 



Ed Presnall, Author, Consultant, Judge, Trainer 
 
An international authority on training dogs and handlers to track he is a leading authority on general health and training 
issues, Ed is an author, judge and consultant. As a member of the Dog Writers Association of America (DWAA), Ed has 
been nominated ten times and twice awarded the prestigious Maxwell Award, the Oscar of the Dog World. He has au-
thored numerous short stories, articles and columns for a variety of dog publications. His published books include:

Recognized by many involved in the sport of tracking as being one of the leading and most innovative trainers he and 
his dogs have earned 14 TD titles, 4 TDX titles, 5 VST titles, and 3 CT titles in the last ten years while training dozens 
of other breeds and their handlers to be able to attain advanced titles with their dogs. 
  
He is currently working on several new book projects including a new TD/TDX training book emphasizing Component 
Training, a series of childrenôs books on pet ownership and responsibility and a forthcoming co-authored laymanôs ap-
proach to Canine Scenting, Sight and Structure In Dog Sports. Additionally he is preparing to introduce a mystery series 
involving dog sports. 

Ed is acknowledged as one of the leading trainers in the sport. He has earned a total of 5 Variable Surface Tracker 
(VST) titles with five different breeds of dogs while training dozens of other breeds and their handlers to advanced titles. 
He has personally earned tracking titles on nine different breeds of dogs. He is currently personally training his Clumber 
Spaniel, English Setter, Belgian Tervuren, Weimaraner and Field Spaniel for advanced titles. His students, both in the 
USA and Canada are currently working at the VST/UDT/UTDX (urban tracking) level with a Vizsla, Beagle, Basset 
Hound, Field Spaniel, Portuguese Water Dog, Bouvier Des Flandres, English Springer, Petit Basset Griffon Vendeen, 
Doberman, Miniature Wirehaired Dachshund, and Golden Retriever. Additionally he personally assists many of those 
who are currently working on or have passed the VST test with specific training or component problems. 

Ed is a tracking judge for the American Kennel Club (AKC), North American Mixed Breed Registry (NAMBR), and 
Australian Shepherd Club of America (ASCA). He has judged TD, TDX and Urban Tracking Dog matches in Canada . 

Ed and his dogs have appeared on several television shows and promotional events including the Animal Planet series 
Breed All About It! and the AKC Eukunuba Classic. In June of 2002. Edôs Field Spaniel ñRaceò Am/Can CH CT Cal-
icoôs Hot Pursuit Del Prado Can TDX participated as one of only five Champion Tracker teams in the first AKC Na-
tional Tracking Exhibition in Villa Park , IL . In September 2003, his Border Collie ñDillonò CT Wildfire Smoking Gun 
NA, NAJ participated in the First AKC National Tracking Invitational in Asheville , NC . In September 2005, his Irish 
Water Spaniel ñBeaconò CT Beaufields Shining Light NA NAJ participated in the Second AKC National Tracking Invi-
tational in Asheville , NC . 

In preparation for the proposed Urban Tracking venue in Canada , he has invested considerable time and effort in pro-
moting Urban Tracking throughout Canada by participating and instructing in over a dozen tracking workshops and 
seminars throughout Canada . 

When not writing, consulting or judging the sport, he is involved in teaching tracking classes (both privately and for sev-
eral tracking clubs) or hosting seminars in basic and advanced tracking around the United States and Internationally. 
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
